THE STRUCTURE OF JEREMIAH

JEREMIAH has a CHIASTIC structure rather than a LINEAR 
structure. The heart of the message is at the center of the book 
(this is also the case for Jeremiah’s other book, Lamentations).

• Second group of Deportees (ca. 597)
• “Thirtieth Year” and Priestly Lineage
• Vision, Voice, and Hand (Creation?)

• Opening Vision: Moving Throne
• Two Part Message (Judgment & Hope)
• Key Teaching: Resurrection/Restoration
