LET’S JUST DO THIS

“This day shall be a day of remembrance
for you. You shall celebrate it as a

festival to the Lord.”
Exodus 12:14a

Advent is the season in The Church Year which
is encompassed by the four Sundays before
Christmas. It is a time set aside for prepara-
tion to celebrate the birth of The Christ Child.

Instead, | hope that we will move in to this
great season with a new sense of commitment,
to one another and to God, and that we will
open ourselves to new experiences that will
add a depth of meaning to this beautiful time
of year.
