I am not sure when Psalm 46 
became my favorite psalm, but as far back as I 
can remember, it has been right there on top 
for me.

Roaring waters and 
trembling mountains are not daily occurrences, 
but they certainly represent the kind of unsta-
ble world in which we live. 

The Psalmist also offers the reassurance that 
God is still in control of this world.

There are 
tornadoes, fires, and suffering.  Broken dreams 
are common. 

God is dependable 
through all of life’s problems.  In a society that 
declares that we can solve our own problems 
and urges us to pull ourselves up by our own 
bootstraps, we need to hear the psalmist de-
clare that God is dependable.  God is our shoul-
der to lean on through all of our difficulties. 

So, today you may not hear any roaring waters 
or feel any mountains tremble, but there will 
be problems.  You can bank on it.  But, you can 
also bank on the presence of God as your 
strength and refuge.
